Original content

Lo uno llevé a lo otro y
finalmente tuvieron relaciones sexuales. Juan dice que Ana, a pesar de que
inicialmente estaba un poco indecisa de “llevar a cabo todo el programa”,
nunca le dio una razon para pensar que ella no estaba completamente de

acuerdo con todo lo que pasaba.

English translation

Ana and Juan met last September at an international music event taking place in
Medellin. The participants were amateur singers and musicians from all over
the country. Ana and Juan immediately found one another attractive and
continued to talk throughout the day. In the evening, when their rehearsals were
over, Juan offered to walk Ana to her place. Her house was very close and since
it was only a very short walk, Ana accepted the offer. Throughout the walk they
continued talking and were having such a good time that they decided to take
the longer way through the park. Up to this point, Ana's and Juan's stories
match, but each tells a different version of how the evening went on. Ana says
that when they entered the park, Juan suddenly stopped, held her, and tried to
kiss her. She further says that she didn’t want anything to happen that night, so
she told him to stop and leave her alone. However, according to Ana, Juan
continued to hold her and attempted to approach her sexually, up to a point
when she felt that she could not defend herself any more from his approaches
without putting herself in danger of being hurt. She says that Juan pressed his
hand against her mouth, pushed her to the ground and forced her to have sex

with him. After the forced intercourse, she says, each of them went their own
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way. At first she was confused and felt a little ashamed, but two days later she
gathered strength to talk to the police and report Juan for rape.
When Juan was interrogated, he denied all charges. According to his version,

both had walked to a calm and remote area in the park, and had started kissing

and embracing. One thing led to another and they finally had sexual intercourse.

Juan says that Ana, despite being somewhat indecisive at first about “going all
the way”, never gave him reason to believe that she didn’t completely agree

with all that was happening.
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
